* Some simple words, actions, and symbols of the
Easter Vigil, focusing on light and water.

Believe

By the end of this unit of study, pupils will know that
the Church teaches:

¢ That Jesus gave us the Sacrament of Reconciliation
to heal and restore our friendship with God and
through this ourselves.

¢ That Lent is a time of preparing our hearts and
minds for Easter through reconciliation and
forgiveness.

e The Easter Vigil Mass is the high point of the year
and is rich in symbols of light and darkness.

Live

By the end of this unit of study, pupils will know:

e The importance of saying sorry to God and to
others.

¢ That prayer can help people say sorry for their sins.
¢ That making bad choices damages relationships
and damages them.
