Summer Term 1 – Curriculum Newsletter – Year 3
Dear Parents/Carers,

This half term the children in Year 3 will be following a topic entitled…

	The World Around Us - UK
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This newsletter will give you some ideas as to what your child will be learning about this half term.  
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ENGLISH – The key skills we will be concentrating on are using brackets, writing in paragraphs, tense, spellings and handwriting. Writing pieces this half term will include writing instructions and a narrative.  
READING– In reading, we will be starting Paddington by Michael Bond. We will use this book to focus on key reading skills of retrieving and inferring from a text, as well as looking at finding definitions to words we don’t understand. We will also be using pictures to infer information through Visual Literacy. In addition to this, we will be reading The Accidental Prime Minister by Tom McLaughlin for pleasure at the end of the school day. 

MATHS – In maths we will be focusing on fractions, time, mass and capacity. We will also be practising our arithmetic knowledge regularly. Remember to keep learning your times tables on TT Rockstars. Who will win this week?
RE – This half term our topic is ‘Pentecost’. We will be learning about the gifts of the Holy Spirit.
SCIENCE – This half term, our new topic is ‘Forces and Magnets. We will be comparing how things move on different surfaces and understanding how magnets attract or repel each other.  

ART – In art, we will look at different artists from the UK and try to create our own interpretation of their work.  
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Geography – As part of our topic, children will look at and create their own compasses. We will use these to find our way whilst following instructions. We will look at some of the UK’s rivers and understand and label the key parts of a river. 

PE – This half term we have PE on Thursday with Mr. Cook. We will be focusing on gymnastics. 
HOME READING – Home reading continues to be an essential aspect of school and is part of the children’s homework. We have seen a huge impact on the reading skills of the children that have been regularly reading at home. Please ensure that your child reads three times a week at home and to sign in the reading record so we can see when they have read and reward them. 
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Spellings/TT Rockstars- Keywords are checked in class. Spellings are tested weekly. It is also part of your child’s homework.
