beginning of Holy Week.

Lent Easter.

a 40-day period of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving that leads up to

Easter dead.

a Christian holiday that celebrates Jesus's resurrection from the

a day of prayer and fasting to support people who don't have
enough food to eat.
