Publish – Perform or present the final persuasive speech to an audience. 

Journey 3: Travel Brochure (Based on American States)
Immerse – Explore travel brochures, websites and promotional materials about American states and tourist attractions. 
Analyse – Identify features of travel brochures including persuasive language, headings, subheadings, facts, descriptions and layout choices. 
Plan – Research a chosen American state and organise information into brochure sections. 
Draft – Write an introduction, attractions section, activities section and reasons to visit, using persuasive and descriptive language. 
Edit – Improve vocabulary, sentence structure, accuracy of facts and overall presentation. 
Publish – Produce a final travel brochure with images, maps, captions and persuasive text.
